INFRASTRUCTURE AND UTILITIES’ SECTION 
 
Request to Open Old Reward Road 
 
Executive summary: 
A section of the Gemfields community has requested that Central Highlands Regional Council provide a 
direct link between Sapphire and Reward.  There is an existing low-standard track, which is not on 
Council’s asset register, which traverses on and off of the adjoining, existing, road reserve that may meet 
the intent of a road link.  Both the existing track as well as the use of the road reserve are opposed by the 
adjacent landowner who has applied for a conversion of tenure of their existing lease titles to freehold. The 
Department of Natural Resources and Mines further require a 200 meter stock route, and hence an 
equivalent road reserve, to be applied over the subject lots.

Expression Of Interest - Lease And Operation Of The New Blackwater Aquatic Centre

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

This report discusses project procurement options to support the management of the new Blackwater 
Aquatic Centre. Specifically this report considers the option to call for Expressions of Interest as a pre-
cursor to a Request for Tender process.

RECOMMENDATION:

That pursuant to section 228 of the Local Government Regulation 2012 Central Highlands Regional Council 
invite expressions of interest (EOI) from suitably qualified persons for the management of the new 
Blackwater Aquatic Centre.

INTRODUCTION

Central Highlands Regional Council's Communities Standing Committee recently received updates on 
progress of construction of the new Blackwater Aquatic Centre and a schedule to procure facility 
management services for this new facility.
 
The options considered included either proceeding with a Request to Tender, or through an initial 
Expression of Interest process to in effect, shortlist prospective tenderers. These options are discussed 
further in this report.

BACKGROUND:

The new Blackwater Aquatic Centre project is currently under construction, with the construction forecast to 
be completed in early 2017. The new facility will require the engagement of a facility manager under a 
management agreement. This process is considered to be a large scale contractual arrangement, and is 
therefore subject to a request for tender.

The procurement process for a Request for Tender will take approximately two (2) months, however some 
early procurement work can occur. Based on an Expression of Interest process occurring prior to Request 
for Tender, it is anticipated that the construction contract/s would be awarded in November 2016.

COMMENT:

The new Blackwater Aquatic Centre is anticipated to be completed in early 2017, with the practical 
completion date currently forecast to be approximately 15 January 2017. The facility will require the 
engagement of a facility manager under a management agreement, which would commence on handover 
of the site from the construction contractor to Council. 

Similar agreements are currently in place for Council's aquatic centres in Capella, Emerald and Springsure 
and it is intended that these existing agreements will form the basis of any agreement for the new 
Blackwater Aquatic Centre.
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To assist in the procurement of these services it is recommended that an Expression of Interest process be 
undertaken prior to a formal tender process. This process would enable the shortlisting of interested 
parties. This process can be undertaken without significant impact on procurement timeframes, with the 
associated benefit being the ability to shortlist candidates to avoid lengthy tender assessment 
requirements.

CONSIDERATIONS: (Compliance/Risk Management)

Procurement Policy – The procurement policy provides for Council to consider inviting Expressions 
of Interest as a precursor to a closed/select tender. This process enables the identification of a 
shortlist of suitably qualified and experienced persons through a formal process.
 
Alternatively, given the value of the project Council would need to undertake a Request for Tender 
process in accordance with the Local Government Regulation 2012.

Calling Expressions of Interest can assist in mitigating this risk by enabling Council to shortlist 
potential contractors prior to a select tender process, potentially reducing the time required to 
finalise the procurement process.

CONSULTATION / ENGAGEMENT:

WHOLE OF LIFE:

OPTIONS:

In conducting the procurement process for the management of the proposed new Blackwater Aquatic 
Centre, Council may choose to:

1. Request Expressions of Interest from suitably qualified and experienced entities to manage the 
facility; or

2. Request Tenders from suitably qualified and experienced entities to manage the facility. 
 
It is considered that Expressions of Interest may be preferable in this instance, as they would enable 
Council to consider a shortlist of facility managers through a select tender process.

CONCLUSION:

Each of the proposed procurement options are considered to be able to appropriately support the 
management of the new Blackwater Aquatic Centre. However, of these options it is considered that an 
early Expression of Interest process may provide Council the greatest opportunity to review management 
options and assess the skills and expertise of potential contractors.
 
It is therefore recommended that Council resolve to invite Expressions of Interest in accordance with 
section 228 of the Local Government Regulation 2012.

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Proposed Amendment To Fees And Charges Livestock Sales At Council Facilities Other Than 
Saleyards

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

Central Highlands Regional Council provides a number of facilities that are available for hire for Livestock 
sales. The hire of these facilities is undertaken on a commercial basis. This report proposes to amend the 
Fees and Charges for the 2016/2017 Financial Year to standardise fees for this purpose across all facilities, 
to improve consistency and simplify hire fees at these facilities.

RECOMMENDATION:
That Central Highlands Regional Council resolves to:

1. Amend the Fees and Charges for the 2016/2017 Financial Year to include a commercial fee of 
$1,000.00 (GST inclusive) for the hire of Council facilities, excluding Saleyards, for Livestock Sales; 
and

2. Review this charge and methodology for the 2017/18 Financial Year Fees and Charges.

INTRODUCTION

Central Highlands Regional Council maintains a number of facilities that have historically been used for 
livestock sales. These facilities include the Emerald Saleyards and showgrounds around the region 
including Bauhinia Park Showground, Springsure and Bridgeman Park Showground, Capella.
 
Livestock sales activities at Council’s showgrounds are infrequent and generally only a few events occur 
each year outside of Council’s saleyards. The most recent livestock sales event outside of the Emerald 
Saleyards has occurred at Bridgeman Park, Capella. This was the first Bull sale to occur at this facility, 
however a number of other cattle and horse sales have previously occurred. Sales events have also 
occurred at other facilities in the region such at Bauhinia Park, Springsure.

A Bull sale is currently booked in for Bridgeman Park in October this year and as a result of this booking it 
has been identified that the hire fee adopted in 2015/2016 has not been included in the 2016/2017 Fees 
and Charges. 

BACKGROUND:

On 25 November 2015, Council adopted a proposed amendment to fees and charges to reflect the use of 
facilities such as showgrounds for livestock sales. A copy of this resolution is included below:

Resolution: 
Cr Brimblecombe moved and seconded by Cr Bell "That Central Highlands Regional Council resolves to:
1. Amend the Fees and Charges for the 2015/16 Financial Year to include a new commercial fee of
$1,000.00 (GST inclusive) per event (maximum of 4 days) for the hire of Council facilities, excluding
Saleyards for livestock sales; and
2. Review this charge and methodology for the 2016/17 Financial Year Fees and Charges."

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COMMENT:

The Fees and Charges currently identify the following fees for conducting Bull sales at the Emerald 
Saleyards:

 Bull Sale (per Head sold) - $8.80
 Stud Sale Cattle if sold in Selling Ring - $8.80 + 0.5% of sale gross
 Selling Ring Fee (per sale) - $2,000.00
 Bulls   Unsold - $7.20
 Pre-scanning of Sale Cattle in pens - $1.40

 
These charges are levied on a commercial basis and cover operational costs such as staffing, insurances, 
etc.
 
In contrast, the hire fees for Bridgeman Park, Capella for the Bull sales event, without the proposed 
livestock sales fee, would be as follows: 

 Whole of grounds -  4 days at $73/day           = $292.00
 Hire of Covered Arena – 1 day                      = $166.00
 Power for 4 days @ $25/day                          = $100.00
 Hire of Mobile Coldroom $51/day                  = $204.00
 Light Tokens                                                   = $56.00
 Total Hire Fee charged                                = $818.00 

 
A $300.00 bond was also charged and subsequently returned as the facility was returned in an appropriate 
manner.
 
The cost of hire and use of these two facilities is significantly different, with the total cost of hiring 
Bridgeman Park, Capella being less than half the rate charged for the Selling Ring Fee at the Emerald 
Saleyards.
 
While it is noted that a hirer at a showgrounds is required to provide all staff, equipment, etc. there remains 
a considerable cost to Council in terms of operational and maintenance costs and the management of risk 
at the facilities. As hire fees are levied on a commercial basis it is therefore considered appropriate to 
standardise these fees to ensure a consistent approach is applied across the region and to simplify the 
charge methodology.
 
A charge of $1,000 is proposed for the balance of the 2016/2017 Financial Year to achieve this aim to 
cover all Livestock sales events held at these facilities. This charge is proposed to be in addition to any 
other associated facility hire charges.
 
A review of this charge and methodology will be undertaken for the 2017/2018 Financial Year Fees and 
Charges.

CONSIDERATIONS: (Compliance/Risk Management)
Statutory:
Local Government Act 2009

Policy:
Not applicable.

Financial: (Including whole of life costs where applicable)
The current hire fees are levied on a Commercial charge basis. The fees offset costs at the 
respective facility; however in most instances Council does not achieve full cost recovery at these 
locations, specifically with respect to showgrounds given the diverse range of uses and utilisation 
rates.
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The proposed amendment to the fees and charges may return additional revenue to Council from 
the hire of showgrounds for this purpose, however it is noted that the frequency of hire of these 
facilities for Bull sales purposes is limited.
 
It is not anticipated that the proposed standardisation of fees between Showgrounds and Saleyards 
would result in reduced hire activity.

Social:
No social impacts have been identified with the proposal to standardise fees between Showgrounds 
and Saleyards as these sales events are undertaken on a commercial basis.
 
Opportunities may exist for communities depending on the size and location of these sales. 
Examples may include benefits associated with providing goods and services to persons attending 
sales events (e.g. accommodation, food, etc.).

1.1.0 - Corporate Plan Strategy: Provide and maintain accessible community services and facilities 
that meet the needs of our diverse communities and offer value for money for all stakeholders.

The proposed amendment to the Fees and Charges is intended to ensure that the commercial cost 
of hire for Council facilities is consistent, while not preventing livestock sales from occurring across 
the region, thus providing opportunities and benefits to our communities.

RISK MANAGEMENT ASSESSMENT:
This risk management analysis pertains to the context of Council supporting the recommendation and 
implementing same.
 

Operational:
No operational risks are identified with the proposal to vary the Fees and Charges.

Strategic:
No strategic risks are identified with the proposal to vary the Fees and Charges. A review of Fees 
and Charges for the hire of facilities is underway and is intended to inform the 2016/17 Fees and 
Charges.

Reputation:
No reputation risks are identified with the proposal to vary the Fees and Charges.

Project:
No project risks are identified with the proposal to vary the Fees and Charges.

Political:
No political risks are identified with the proposal to vary the Fees and Charges.

Environmental:
No environmental risks are identified with the proposal to vary the Fees and Charges.
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CONSULTATION / ENGAGEMENT:

In considering this issue internal consultation has occurred between representatives of the Communities 
Department and the Commercial Services Department, representing community facilities and saleyards 
interests.
 
Subject to Council’s decision in this matter an updated version of the Fees and Charges will be placed on 
Council’s website, and amendments will be made to Facility Hire forms and agreements.

WHOLE OF LIFE:

Not applicable.

OPTIONS:

Council may resolve to:

1. Re-establish a fee for Livestock sales at Council owned facilities (excluding Saleyards) in the 
2016/2017 Fees and Charges; or

2. Retain the existing Fees and Charges for the remainder of the 2016/17 financial year.
 
Of these options the re-establishment of a new commercial fee (i.e. Option 1) is recommended in this 
instance.

CONCLUSION:

The standardisation of fees and charges across Council facilities has been identified as providing benefits 
to Council in terms of consistency, ease of use and application. It also assists to better reflect costs borne 
by Council in relation to the use of these facilities for Livestock sales (e.g. consideration of insurances, risk 
management plans, etc.). It is however noted that a direct comparison between Saleyards and other 
Council facilities is not appropriate given the difference in management arrangements, staffing 
requirements, insurances, facilities and other costs associated with Livestock sales. On this basis it is 
recommended that a new fee be applied to Council facilities excluding Saleyards, with a review of this 
charge and methodology to be undertaken for the 2017/18 Financial Year Fees and Charges.
